e English: The archaeological sites of Haryana, primarily in the Ghaggar-Hakra river basin, hold immense
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significance for Indian history as they have redefined our understanding of the Indus Valley Civilization.
Historically, the IVC was believed to be confined to the Indus river and its tributaries in Pakistan.
However, the discovery and excavation of major sites in Haryana have proven that the Ghaggar-Hakra
basin was a core region and a major center of the civilization.

These findings have challenged and redefined our understanding in several ways:

1. Geographical Extent: The sites like Rakhigarhi, Banawali, Mitathal, and Kunal have shown
that the IVC extended far to the east and south, encompassing modern-day Haryana, Rajasthan,
and Gujarat.

Local Evolution: The sites, especially Banawali, show a continuous cultural sequence from the

whose descendants have contributed to the ancestry of modern South Asians, challenging the
Aryan invasion theory.
Decline of IVC: The presence of numerous sites along the dried-up Ghaggar-Hakra river course has
reinforced the theory that the decline of the Saraswati river system was a major environmental
factor in the decline of the IVC, forcing its population to move eastward.
In conclusion, the archaeological legacy of Haryana's prehistoric sites has been pivotal in reshaping our
understanding of the IVC's origins, extent, and decline, making the Ghaggar-Hakra basin a central focus of Indian
archaeology.
