The Portuguese's rigid and
intolerant religious policy also alienated local rulers and traders.

The Dutch arrived later and successfully supplanted the Portuguese as the dominant commercial power. Their
main focus was the highly profitable spice trade in the Indonesian archipelago, though they also established
trading centers in India (e.g., Pulicat, Surat). Their rivalry with the English for control over Indian trade
eventually led to their defeat in the Battle of Bedara (1759), after which they shifted their focus entirely to their
empire in Southeast Asia. The presence of these European powers, with their superior naval technology and

organized companies, broke the traditional trade monopoly and reshaped the geopolitics of the Indian Ocean,
laying the groundwork for the eventual political dominance of the English. I

¢ English: The Anglo-French rivalry in India during the 18th century was a critical phase that transformed
the European companies from traders into political powers. The rivalry was a direct reflection of their
global struggle for commercial and political supremacy.
The conflict culminated in three Carnatic Wars (1746-1763) fought on Indian soil. The causes were twofold:
1. European Conflicts: The wars were often triggered by conflicts in Europe (e.g., Austrian War of =
Succession, Seven Years' War), which spilled over into India.

Pondicherry (French), sought to expand their influence and monopolize trade by interfering in t}E

internal affairs of the local Indian states (e.g., in Hyderabad and Carnatic). $
The outcomes of the Carnatic Wars were decisive. Despite the initial successes of the French under their governon
Dupleix, who pioneered the policy of using Indian troops and interfering in local politics, the French were
eventually defeated. The Treaty of Paris (1763), which ended the last war, was a final blow to French political
ambitions in India. The French were allowed to retain their trading posts (e.g., Pondicherry) but were forbidden
from fortifying them or maintaining a large army. This effectively ended them as a political threat. I
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This victory was instrumental in establishing British supremacy. By eliminating their most formidable European
rival, the English East India Company was left as the sole dominant power in India. The Carnatic Wars also gave
the British valuable military experience in Indian conditions and proved the effectiveness of using Indian soldiers
(sepoys) under European discipline. The experience gained in these conflicts and the political control they
established paved the way for the decisive Battle of Plassey (1757) and the subsequent British conquest of India.
