e English: The Government of India Act, 1935, was a comprehensive constitutional document that, despite
its limitations, served as a blueprint for the future Constitution of India. The act proposed an All-India
Federation, divided legislative powers into three lists (Federal, Provincial, and Concurrent), and provided
for the establishment of a Federal Court.102 These provisions, though the federation never materialized,
laid the foundation for the federal structure of the Indian Constitution.
The act also made a major constitutional landmark by abolishing dyarchy at the provincial level and introducing
provincial autonomy, giving Indian ministers control over all provincial subjects. This provided a crucial
experience of self-governance to the Indian leaders. It also introduced a bicameral legislature in six provinces,
which was later adopted in the Indian Constitution.
However, the act was widely criticized by Indian nationalists for retaining immense control in the hands of the ¢
Viceroy and the Governors. The Viceroy and Governors had veto powers and could legislate without the consent gof
the legislature. The act also extended the communal electorate system to include Depressed Classes, women, and§
labor, which was seen as a deliberate act of widening the communal divide. Despite these limitations, the act's
provisions, such as the division of powers, provincial autonomy, and the establishment of a Federal Court and th&
Reserve Bank of India, were later adopted in the Indian Constitution, which makes it a crucial document in the
constitutional history of India.

e English: The Cripps Mission (1942) and the Cabinet Mission (1946) were two crucial British attempts to
resolve the constitutional deadlock in India.107 The Cripps Mission, sent during World War II, failed
because it offered only a vague promise of Dominion Status after the war and did not provide for an
immediate transfer of power. The INC rejected it, demanding immediate independence, while the Muslim
League rejected it for not explicitly granting Pakistan.

The Cabinet Mission (1946), sent after the war, was a more serious attempt. It rejected the demand for Pakistan
and proposed a three-tier federal structure for India. The plan also led to the formation of an Interim Government

al.co

and a Constituent Assembly to draft the constitution. However, a dispute over the 'grouping' clause led to the
Muslim League's rejection and the launch of 'Direct Action Day', which resulted in widespread communal v101ence
Despite their failures to achieve a political settlement, these missions were instrumental in the final transfer of
power. They acknowledged the right of Indians to frame their own constitution and laid down the basic
constitutional framework for a future independent India. The Cabinet Mission's plan, in particular, led to the
formation of the Constituent Assembly, which started the process of drafting the Constitution.110 The missions
also highlighted the irreconcilable differences between the INC and the Muslim League, making a united India
politically unviable and leading to the British decision to partition India. Their failures, therefore, set the stage fo
the final act of the freedom struggle.
